In this third segment of our genealogy we begin to form a connection, and to
examine those lesser-known but foundational figures that radiate out from
Turing's early work. Perhaps appropriately, given the venue, this second figure
leads us to one of the earliest examples of computational art ever produced,
though he did not claim the title of artist for himself. This history also moves us
forward to those pivotal years surrounding Turing's arrest and death. While Turing
underwent a highly visible crisis, Christopher Strachey's work was coming into its
own. Once again the connection is tenuous, and little record survives to
document more than a passing relationship between these two men, but what
remains is a surprisingly poetic attempt to play at the machine.
